To support the communities where we live and work, Leprino Foods Company’s
Allendale employees and the Leprino Foods Company Foundation (LFCF) annually
partner with local nonprofit and other organizations to provide philanthropic
donations and volunteer support. Since 2015, the LFCF has contributed nearly
$4,500,000 to the communities where we operate. 

Leprino Foods’ Allendale facility has the distinction of being the first plant built
by Leprino Foods from the ground up. Production started in 1989 and, today, the
plant employs approximately 280 employees. During 2023, the Allendale plant
and the LFCF supported 12 local and regional organizations with donations and
grants totaling more than $40,000.
